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the Society: Since my last report, November 22, 1906, has been a most important era in the history of the Maine Historical Society. We have
made a g reat stride and it is but the beg inning . During  this intervening  time our library and cabinet have been moved and installed in this new
fireproof library building  without confusion, loss, or damag e, and at a most reasonable expense. We have increased the usefulness of our
library many fold and enlarg ed the interest in our Society. The presentation of the Wadsworth-Long fellow house, which included the erection
of this library building , is the g reatest event of its character that ever occurred in Portland. All is now the property of a perpetual Society, whose
instincts are the preservation of all that enriches our history and extends our States fame, and it should be something  of a satisfaction to be of
a g eneration who will leave more beautiful and interesting  this city in which we all take so much pride. This accomplishment has not been
solely the work of this Society, but the many who have contributed of their time and means and made evident their interest. Every visitor has
contributed and the ladies of Portland deserve well of us. They have been a g reat factor that we could not have done without, and we hope
the results meet their approbation. Since my last report we have received from g iFs, purchase and exchang e, 363 bound volumes and 424
pamphlets, also a chair once owned by Governor John Gilman of New Hampshire from his g randson,...
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
